1. Introduction: Indigenous population are the most marginalized and vulnerable communities in
India.! Over 104 million (8.6% of India’s total population) tribal people, spread over 705 tribes, live in
India (Census-2011). Geographically, socio-economically and health-wise, tribal people remain
marginalized.> The widespread poverty, illiteracy, malnutrition, absence of safe drinking water and
sanitary living conditions, poor maternal and child health services and ineffective coverage of national
health and nutritional services are possible contributing factors to dismal health conditions prevailing
among the tribal population in India. AIIMS Jodhpur aspires to focus on research for improving the
lives of indigenous people of Rajasthan through study outcomes and supporting others working in this
area. It is important to approach through a holistic mindset for addressing problems related to social
and emotional well-being, mental health, chronic disease and substance use using current medical

practice but without disturbing grass root health practices.
